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Description

The Flugelhorn is a phonostage offering variable equalization, loading, gain, and
polarity. This flexibility makes it unique in that it can operate with any MM or MC
cartridge, and play back any record, whether modern stereo, or mono 33s and 78s of
any known equalization. The circuitry is fully differential using discrete matched
JFETs to implement gain and buffer stages without feedback, giving a fatigue-free
sonic presentation with excellent timing and clarity.

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Operation

Connect the ground lead from your turntable to the ground lug on the rear panel.
Connect phono leads to the input jacks, output jacks to your linestage. Set front
panel switches to the appropriate setting. RIAA equalization (stereo) is indicated by
the dots. The “0” position on the PHASE switch is mute. SENSITIVIY should be set to
match your cartridge’s output level. LOADING is adjusted to taste (use 47k for MM).

Connect the power cord to a 120Vac source. Turn on using the power switch on the
back panel. The Flugelhorn will operate immediately and does not require a lengthy
warmup period.
